INTRODUCTION

1.
GAIN ATTENTION.    When an emergency situation happens on the range that situation must be attended to immediately.  The rest of the range and the safety of all personnel on the range must be maintained or else that one emergency situation will turn into multiple emergency situations.  A calm cool collected mind as well as a set way to deal with any emergency situation will ensure that one emergency situation does not turn into multiple emergency situations.  By the end of this period of instruction you will be able to deal with any emergency situation that you as a marksmanship coach will encounter while on a live fire range.

OVERVIEW.  Good morning, my name is . . . The purpose of this lesson is to cover the emergency range procedures.  I will cover this by discussing the steps in cease fire procedures, using proper hand and arm signals to signal the emergency situation to the tower, and discuss the emergency SOP. 1.  CEASE FIRE PROCEDURES.  ( 5 Min)  

a.  Purpose.  The purpose of the range ceasing fire during an emergency situation is to allow personnel to devote their full attention to administering first aid and ensuring no other emergency situations occur.  The range also must cease firing due to possible emergency vehicles that will be called to the range.
(On slide #7)
(1)  First Step.  When a situation occurs that may be deemed as an emergency the individual closest to the situation will immediately call cease fire.  The closest coach or block NCO will assess the emergency situation. 

(a)  Criteria For An Emergency Situation.  The criteria for an emergency situation, is any loss of consciousness, life, or limb.

(2)  Second Step.  After the coach or block NCO has made the determination and has deemed the situation fits the criteria they will signal the tower with the appropriate hand and arm signal.   

(a)  Emergency Situation Hand And Arm Signal.  The hand and arm signal for an emergency situation is to stand on the ready box facing the tower and wave your hands over your head while repeating “Emergency Situation, Emergency Situation and the target number”.  You will repeat this until acknowledged by the tower.

TRANSITION:  Now that we understand the cease fire procedures can someone tell me what the first step in this procedure is?  

Answer: The first step in the cease fire procedure is to call cease fire.

We have learned about cease fire procedures now we need to cover the emergency SOP.

2.  EMERGENCY SOP.
( 10 Min)
a.  Purpose.  The purpose of having an emergency SOP is to ensure all individuals on the range know their responsibilities and all required tasks are being accomplished.

(1)  Requirements For An Emergency Situation.  
(a)  Assessment.  Once cease fire has been called the closest coach or block NCO will assess the situation to ensure it meets the criteria for an emergency situation.
(b)  Signal The Tower.  Once the assessment has been done and the situation meets the criteria the coach or block NCO will use the appropriate hand and arm signal until acknowledged by the tower.  The tower NCO will acknowledge the hand and arm signal by giving the command “Cease Fire, Cease Fire Unload Show Clear”.

(c)  Tower NCO.  Once the tower NCO has given the command cease fire they will immediately notify range control that there is an emergency situation and the range is in check fire.  The tower NCO will then get a copy of the range emergency checklist and begin filling it out.  
(d)  Clearing The Firing Line.  Once cease fire has been called by the tower NCO, all shooters will be cleared off the firing line by the coach and block NCO.  The coach will take all remaining rounds from their shooters and place them in one of the ready boxes.  All shooters on the range will be sent to a predesignated location away from the emergency situation.

(e)  First Aid.  The range first aid kit will be brought to the area where the emergency situation occurred, and qualified personnel will begin administering first aid.
(f)  Range Officer Or RSO.  The range officer or RSO will assess the emergency situation and determine what type (if any) of medical treatment will be needed.  They will ensure that first aid is being done properly by certified personnel.  Once they have assessed the situation they will inform range control of the type (if any) of medical treatment that is required.

TRANSITION:  Now that we understand the emergency SOP can someone tell me who can signal the tower of the emergency situation?  

Answer: The block NCO and the coach can signal the tower of the emergency situation.
