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1. Delegation of Authority (D.O.A.)

2. Personnel Receipting for Ammo

3. Drivers

4. Vehicle Requirements

5. Placards

6. Security Weapon


7. Staff or Officer Escort 

1. A valid Delegation of Authority, (D.O.A.), and letter is required for any unit picking up ammo. The Marine that comes to the ASP to sign for the ammo must be authorized to do so per the D.O.A. The unit should call before hand to ensure that the Marine being sent to receipt for the ammo is on it; and that we even have a D.O.A. on hand for the unit. The D.O.A. will contain the name and RUC of the unit; name, rank, social and signature of every Marine who is authorized to receipt for the ammo and to request ammo. The ASP, (ammunition supply point), must retain the original copy of the D.O.A. Photocopies or other facsimile copies will not be considered an official document and will not be accepted as so by the ASP. The request must be put in five working days out excluding the day of pick-up and the day that the ammo was requested (essentially meaning one week and a day out). Failure to do so could result in denial of ammo. For any late requests, a justification must be turned into the ASP signed off by the Battalion Commander or by direction. The D.O.A. must be signed off be the Battalion Commander and can not be by direction.
2. The Marine(s) authorized to receipt for the ammo does not need to be a 2311, (Ammunition Tech). The Marine requesting the ammo through Tamis-R is not able to pick-up the same ammo.
3. The Marine(s) driving must have the following on their person and show them to ASP personnel when the vehicles are inspected. 




a. Valid state driver’s license


b. Valid OF 346, (military driver’s license) that states they are a qualified 


    explosive driver. This must be printed or stamped on the license. 


c. Valid NAVMC 10970, (Medical Examiner’s Certificate for Drivers). 


    This also must state that they are authorized to transport a motor vehicle 

    with explosives on it. These are valid for two years and will be marked 


    by the medical screener the date of issue and expiration date.


d. The driver must also have a valid military ID.

4. The vehicle must pass an inspection by qualified ASP personnel prior and after the loading of ammunition. The vehicle inspection is the DD Form 626 for on base transportation of ammo. If the vehicle is going off base, even for a short time, a DD Form 836 is required to transport ammo in addition to DD Form 626. ASP personnel are responsible to ensuring that these documents are completed and properly filled out. The ASP will photocopy the documents and retain the copy. The driver will retain the originals. Additional passing requirements not listed on the above DD forms include:



a. If the vehicle transporting the ammo is a pickup truck, it cannot have a 


   bed-liner. 

 

b. There must be no debris in the compartment of any vehicle transporting 


    ammo. The only items allowed to be in the compartment(s) are the 


    pallet(s), the ammo, the straps and the fire retardant tarp(s). 



c. A sufficient number of straps to properly secure the ammo to the pallet 

                and the pallet to the truck. 



d. A tarp is a listed requirement on the DD Form 626. The tarp must be 



    Fire retardant. 

e. The unit must be aware of the type and the amount of ammo they are    

    picking up and weight of what they are picking up. Weight limits will

    enforced by ASP personnel. The unit should plan the amount of  

vehicles necessary based on what types and the amount of ammo they

are picking up.            







 f. Each vehicle must have the proper placards on it based on the type on

    ammo that is on it. A placard is required for the front, rear and both

sides of the vehicle. The placard on the front of the vehicle must be

displayed on the grill. It cannot be placed on the hood. See the next


section for information regarding placards. 



g. Every vehicle must also have a chock block, fire extinguisher rated at 


    10 BC, three triangles and NavSea SWO20-af-abk-010



h. If ammo is going off base, the driver must be at least 21 years of age.


5. The placards are very important in regards to the transportation of ammo. There 
    are different hazard classes and compatibility groups for ammo. The most 

    serious hazard class of the ammo on the vehicle determines what type of 

    placard is required. For example if the truck was carrying AA33, (5.56mm

    ball) and G881, (fragmentation grenades), the proper placards would be 1.1.


    The hazard class for AA33 is 1.4 and the hazard class for the G881 is 1.1.


    1.1 is the highest hazard class followed by 1.2, 1.3 and finally 1.4.


    Also the storage compatibility comes into play as well as to what ammo can

    be transported in the same compartment. There are several compatibility 

    classes. S can ride with all other classes. C, D and E can also ride together. 

    So for example if you were transporting S, G, C, and F you would need three

    compartments. S can ride with any of the others so for the sake of this example



    we will put S and G in the same compartment. C and F would each need their 

    own compartments. If the unit has any questions they can call the ASP to 

    about how many compartments they will need. The compatibility letters are 

    supplied with the placards when ordered. However they are not required to be 

    applied to the placards for ammo transportation. Placards can be ordered from 

    http://www.labelmaster.com. It is important to note that the 1.4 placard differs 



    from the 1.1, 1.2 and 1.3 placards. 1.4 cannot have the picture of the bursting 

    bomb on the placard. The 1.1, 1.2 and 1.3 placards must have the bursting bomb 

    on it. It is important to note that you cannot simply place a piece of tape and

    write the correct hazard class on the placard. 


 
a. Note: Ammo needs to be properly transported back to the ASP. Failure 



               to adhere to the same rules regarding weight, hazard class, placards and 



   compatibility that were followed when the vehicle was loaded at the 



   ASP will result in a disrep report issued to the unit for each discrepancy.

6. When a vehicle is leaving or returning with ammo, it must have an armed   

    guard. This would be the Marine picking up the ammo. The armed Marine 

    must ride in the vehicle carrying the ammo.

7.  When items that are CAT 1 such as C995, (AT-4), are being picked up; an 


     Escort of the rank of E-6 – O10 is required. The escort will sign DD Form 



     1907, (Chain of Custody). ASP personnel will fill out the form and explain to


     the escort what it means and what they are accepting responsibility for. The 


     escort should and is recommended to physically count the ammo listed on the 

     DD Form 1907. The escort may follow behind the explosive vehicle. The 


     escort will accompany the ammo to the range and remain with it until the RSO

     signs for the ammo. When transporting items under a DD Form 1907 the 



     of the explosive vehicle is not authorized to stop or pull over for ANY 


     reason.
